Identify and Treat the Causes of Disease: Illness does not occur without cause. Causes may originate in many areas. Underlying causes of illness and disease must be identified and removed before complete recovery can occur. Most modern maladies are caused by prolonged exposure to a combination of negative lifestyles and toxic environmental factors, including junk food and malnutrition, pesticides, antibiotics, microwaves, chemical pollution of food, water and air, lack of exercise and chronic stress. These factors are further aggravated by the failure of modern medicine to recognize them as agents of dis-"ease" and death and the consequent failure to take preventative measures against them. 

I recently read that the World Health Organization (WHO) predicts that the number of people who develop cancer over the next 20 years will double. Instead of 10 million cancer cases a year, the number will skyrocket to twenty million cases per year.  Cancer will begin to occur earlier in life, and nearly three quarters of all cases will be in developing countries.

The Cancer Research Centers are failing miseably.  Possibly they want to do exactly that.  One book I read recently stated that they were not doing research on cancer prevention or cure, but instead were doing research on population control.  Looking at the 20 million cases per year, they are very successful and have reached their goal.  Or.... is it 30 million they want.
