Brief, Simaple Instructions for making Colloidal Silver

1.   Mix a saline solution   ( 1/2 teaspoon of crushed Sea Salt  into 2.0 oz of distilled water  )

2.   Use glass container of your choice.   Add 1 drop per 4 ounces of distilled water.

3.   Stir with a plastic spoon only.   Never let any metal contact the CS.

7. 4.   Insert the silver electrodes into solution.  Keep them as far apart as possibly about 2 to 3
      inches. I would make a flat lid separator.  I use 1/8 inch plastic but plain old cardboard will do.

5.   Connect the alligator clips to the electrodes.  Power up the unit.

8. 6.   Within a minute or so you will see grey clouds of ions appear in the water.  The ions like gray
      smoke.

9. Some say to stir occasionally while brewing.  Others buble air through the mixture using a

      Very inexpensive aquarium pump.
8.   Typically, 10 to 15 minutes does the job.  I have been using 15 minutes with the 27 volt generation and 8 to 10 minutes when using the telephone line powered unit.

9.   The phone line powered unit is considerably faster than my 27 Volt unit.    Comparing  27 to 52, you have almost a 2 to 1 ratio.  I think 8.0 minutes should be your target until you learn about the other methods used to make CS.

Some experts say a 5 ppm CS will do as good as a 25 ppm solution.  I think what we are making is 10 to 15 ppm.   I cannot measure ppm, but I did buy an EC meter to compare solutions.

Store the CS in brown bottles away from any light or electrical or magnetic fields.

Other Methods of Making Colloidal Silver

The method described is called  LVDC  ( Low Voltage DC )  The HVAC ( high voltage AC ) is not the best option for most people.  Typically this is used in small commercail operatios or by someone who is involved in testing CS or by a the more advanced, technical people.

The voltage used for this method is from 5,000 up to 12,000 VAC.

A wide variety and quality of CS generators exist.  The ones we started with cost $ 115.00 each.

Colloidal Silver can be made without the saline solution.  This method takes seveal times longer and will result in a golden colored finished product.  Many documents exist relative to the particle size.   Most admit that since a powdered product made from silver can be effective, any size particle will be many times smaller and will be effective also.

The only advantage of the Yellow type CS is that is will store for longer preiods.
